Accessing Foodbanks

Heating or eating; it is a stark choice faced

by increasing numbers of people as the costs
of both continue to rise. Citizens Advice
Torridge, North, Mid & West Devon (CA
TNMWD) is working with Trussellin North
Devon and we have an adviser available at
Foodbanks in Bideford, lifracombe, South
Molton, Braunton and Holsworthy. We also
have a presence in the Tavistock food bank on
Friday mornings.

Foodbanks are community organisations
that can help if you can't afford food or if you
need emergency food, but a referral is usually
needed before you can use one. You can get a
referral for yourself and any family members
you live with including your partner.

You can be referred to a food bank by CA
TNMWD or from your GP, local council,
housing association or social worker.
Whichever organisation refers you will give
you a voucher —but be careful to checkif it

is only valid on a particular day. CA TNMWD
has advisers in attendance at food banks to
make people aware of any benefit that they
are eligible to claim, advise on other help that
is available such as referring to our Energy
Team for advice on energy savings or getting
fuel vouchers if you qualify. Very often people
have no idea what help is available to them
and that is where we come in; if we cannot

help you directly, we can usually signpost you
to other organisations that can. The aimis to
give people alternative solutions to relying on
a food bank.

When you visit a food bank you will need to
let them know about any allergies or dietary
requirements. A food parcel usually contains
enough food for three days and you may
also be able to get essential toiletries like
toothpaste or deodorant.

Some food banks have a limit on the number
of times you can visit but a chat with our
Adviser will hopefully have opened up other
avenues to help.

People are coming to CA TNMWD in greater
numbers with problems that are increasingly
complex. As ever, our plea is that if you
could volunteer for maybe one day a week
to please get in touch. There is information
on our website www.citizensadvicetnmwd.
org.uk or you can contact recruitment@
citizensadvicetnmwd.org.uk. Volunteers

The police are telling us that more burglaries
take place when thieves take advantage of
the longer dark evenings.

Burglars will if possible enter through the
front door if found unlocked, this could
happen not just wheniit's dark. Keep all
external doors closed and securely locked
with at least a 5 lever mortice lock or fitted
with a multilocking system.

Burglaries are often a crime of opportunity,
so do not leave presents, valuables, keys and
car keys where they can be seen through a
window. Also try to ensure that delivered
parcels and packages are not left on door
steps for long but taken inside asap and
stored away from prying eyes.

If you find that your mobile phone or other
device has low or no power at all when there
is a power cut or aemergency arises, the
solution is to have a Power Bank fully charged
beforehand and when needed.

There are a number of these on the market,
and one that has caught our eye is called
ASPERX power bank at around £15 for two
on Ebay. They are about the same sizeas a
mobile phone and once connected to your
mobile phone or other device with a cable
that comes with it, a quick charge will take
place. Also being small it can be taken with
you when out and about or when going away.
Well worth the money !

D & C Police have created a video to illustrate
the dangers of driving whilst distracted.

We all know that a moment's distraction can
result in an accident. It counts as dangerous
or careless driving and you are putting
yourself and others at serious risk.

Roads are dangerous places normally and
now seem to be getting busier especially on

the approach to Christmas. Remember, stay
focused when driving at all times to arrive
safely at your destination.

We have been informed that Cold Callers
are around. They are visiting properties
suggesting that they note that repairs and
work is required to be done.

Be very vigilant and wary of cold callers and
what they say. On no account let them into
your home or make any payment to them.

If you are on your own, ask them to return
once you have talked to a family member
or a trusted neighbour. If they make you
uncomfortable, phone your neighbour, the
police on 101 or in an emergency 999.

Itis a horrible feeling and can be very
stressful to have your phone stolen. If you
can do lock or shut down the phone remotely
from a laptop, tablet or by using another
phone. Inform the network provider and give
them the reference IMEI number found on
the box it came in or by using online services.

Inform your bank as they will suspend
payment methods and banking apps. Report
to the police on 101 and give them the IMEI
number. Change passwords and contact the
insurance company if you have mobile phone
insurance.

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In the Garden

Wainter Optimism

December and January are quite different months for
the gardener. In December plants are dying back but
by January the days are getting longer and there are
seeds that can be sown for the growing season ahead.

There is still plenty of tidying that can be done on
good days in December. Paths can be power washed
to make them less slippery or you can use sharp sand,
a stiff brush and a lot of elbow grease.

Cut down tall roses by up to half to prevent wind-
rock loosening the roots. Brassicas such as Brussels
sprouts might also need securing or earthing up.

Prune woody shrubs and fruit trees to give them

an open centre to allow airflow. Start by cutting out
any dead, diseased or damaged wood, particularly
checking that branches do not cross. Remove about
one third of the stems of your blackcurrant bush to
maintain its vigour.

Whenever you have time and energy during the Winter
months you can mulch the spaces between your
plants.

We're getting more daylight by January and you

can start sowing seeds ready for blooms in the
Summer. Sweet pea seeds will germinate at quite low
temperatures but need a deep pot to enable their
roots to develop. Keep them under cover in a light
place to grow on ready to be planted out in March.
Early potatoes can be placed on a cool light windowsill
in an egg box so that they can chit (grow shoots) ready
to be planted out in the Spring.

Plant deciduous bare root hedges now as long as the
ground isn't frozen. Trim back vigorous climbers such
as Virginia Creeper and lvy to keep them within limits
and out of roof spaces! You could also aerate your
lawn to alleviate damage done ~

by impaction.

Meanwhile, enjoy the precious, ,
often highly scented but £
inconspicuous blooms of
Winter such as Hamamelis
and Sarcococca and look out
for emerging snowdrops!

Feed the Birds

During Winter, long cold ~ /}
nights and short days / 3
make natural bird
food scarce.
Keeping a bird
feeder full of
energy-rich bird
food canreally
make a difference.

Blackbirds will
mostly feed on
the ground and will eat a broad
range of foods, from suet pellets

to mealworms. House Sparrows,
Dunnocks and Collared Doves also
prefer to feed on the ground and will
be attracted by small seeds.

Blue Tits and Great Tits like a feeder,
eating seeds as well as suet and
peanuts. Finches, also use a feeder,
and they love sunflower hearts.

If you're keen to attract Goldfinches
or Siskins, try Nyjer seeds as they
love them. Nyjer seed is also popular
with Greenfinches and Redpolls.

Suet balls and other fat-based food
bars are excellent high energy giving
foods for Winter and popular with

a wide range of birds. Mealworms
are especially popular with Robins
and Blue Tits, and may attract other
insect-eating birds such as Pied
Wagtails.

Look for good quality bird food —
those that don't include ‘fillers’ such
as dried peas and beans, red dari and
wholewheat that birds rarely eat.

You can also put out dried fruit or
apples and pears. Don't use anything
mouldy or salty, and if you have a dog
don't put out dried fruit as vine fruits,
such as raisins, can be toxic to them.

Christmas Stories

The words ‘Bah Humbug' and 'Scrooge’
immediately remind us of a famous
Christmas story.

We have probably seen the film
versions or TV dramas based on the story.
Itis almost an annual event to have some
new adaptation or a repeat of a favourite
version. It has become a traditional part of
the Christmas television. Sadly, | remember
the Muppet version with most affection!

It is interesting that the main character,
Ebenezer Scrooge, has had his surname
adopted into our English language and is
associated with meanness and a lack of
Christmas spirit. The book was written

at the height of the Industrial Revolution,
posing profound questions about the plight
of the poor and the responsibilities of both
society and the wealthy towards them.

There is a parallel idea, many people

who have never read the story of Mary
and Joseph in the bible. Yet they already
know the story through nativity plays and
television dramas.

The context of the Nativity Story is also
important; it takes place during the time of
Roman occupation and the need for a census
to ensure that the correct taxes are paid to
the Romans. The Jewish nation is looking for
freedom from occupation and oppression.

Returning to one of the central characters

in Dickens' story, the lasting legacy

of Ebenezer Scrooge appears to be

the meanness he characterizes. He is
remembered for his poor qualities, including
overworking his employees, their poor
working conditions, low pay, hostility
towards worthy causes, and the scorn of
good times.

We are given a glimpse
that in his youth, his
affections were scorned,
and he became bitter and
insular. The story was not
meant to dwell on his
shortcomings, but rather
upon his transformation
and redemption.

Scrooge should be about turning a
negative attitude into a transformed spirit
of generosity. Yet the word ‘scrooge’
remains frozen in his past life and not in his
liberated life.

| often feel the Christmas story is also locked
in the past. People accept that Jesus was
born and that he did some good deeds. But
like Ebenezer Scrooge, the transformationin
Jesus and his significance is largely lost and
seems more like anidle tale.

The Christmas story is about a human
beginning, but it also has an ending on Good
Friday when Jesus dies on a cross. If that
were all there was to it, then it would just be
ordinary. But Easter Day replaces death with
new life and hope. It speaks of God's love for
each one of us.

What 1s really extraordinary is
that God chose the humble birth
of Jesus to change the world.

So, is the point of Scrooge to warn us about
meanness, or that we can be transformed?

So, is the point of Christmas about a baby
being born, or that God works to forgive and
restore us?
